The basics of hanky symbolism 
hinge on two details- the color and 
the pocket worn. The hanky color 
tells you what type of sex the 
wearer is into that night. The 
pocket a hanky is worn in tells you 
if the wearer is top or bottom. If 
worn in the left pocket the wearer 
is dominant. If worn in the right 
pocket, the wearer is bottom. Here are some of the most 
common hanky meanings: black=heavy SM; gray=bondage; light 
blue=cock sucking; navy blue=fucking; red=fist fucking; 
yellow=piss; beige=rimming; orange=anything anywhere 
anytime.
